EF-[X] Range

IntroductionA.
EF-[X] is a range of adhesive backed mulƟ band dipole antennas covering a range of frequencies. The antennas are ground plane independent and 
suitable for mounƟ ng on non-metallic surfaces including plasƟ c device enclosures and vehicle windshields. Two of these antennas can be used together 
for MiMo and diversity applicaƟ ons.  

Select A Suitable Mounting LocationB.
Select a suitable mounƟ ng locaƟ on for the antenna on the desired surface. The orientaƟ on of the antenna should normally be verƟ cal although the 
antenna can be mounted with the cable exiƟ ng either upwards or downwards without aff ecƟ ng performance. When selecƟ ng a mounƟ ng locaƟ on care 
should be taken to ensure that at least 300mm (12”) of separaƟ on is maintained between the antenna and nearby metal objects such as fi ƫ  ngs, vehicle 
pillars or panels and the antenna’s own coaxial cable. When mounƟ ng the antenna to a device enclosure consideraƟ on should be given to clearance 
from internal components under the mounƟ ng panel. Ensure that the selected locaƟ on will enable the coaxial cable to be easily routed to the equip-
ment.

Clean the mounƟ ng locaƟ on with the supplied alcohol swab and leave to dry. Peel away the backing tape from the antenna mounƟ ng pad and press 
fi rmly to the mounƟ ng surface. For opƟ mal adhesion the antenna should be only be installed at temperatures above 16°C (60°F).

D. Routing and Terminating Coaxial Cable(s)
Route the coaxial cable to the equipment, taking care to avoid running adjacent to exisƟ ng wiring or fouling any moving component. The cable(s) must 
not be routed in front of any airbag device. 

It is recommended to carry out a VSWR check on the comms cable, the VSWR should be as specifi ed in the product datasheet.
